In lieu of the next two (2) in-class lectures, the lessons for Chapters 5-6, Divine, et al., America: Past and Present, 6th edition, will be on-line using your home computer or computers in the university laboratory plus readings in and outside the textbook. Materials needed: Two (2) articles distributed by the instructor, textbook, computer, and a Bluebook.

(1)  Read chapter 5, “The American Revolution,” in your textbook, Divine, et al., America: Past and Present, 6th edition. Then use the computer internet to enter www.ablongman.com/divine. Click on textbook 6e; Click on Student Resources; Click on Chapter 5; Click on Internet Exercises; Write a 1-page essay on either question 1, 2, or 3, and place the answer in your Bluebook.

(2)   Read chapter 6, “The Republican Experiment,” in your textbook, Divine, et al., America: Past and Present, 6th edition. Then use the computer internet to enter www.ablongman.com/divine. Click on textbook 6e; Click on Student Resources; Click on Chapter 6; Click on Internet Exercises; Write a 1-page essay on either question 1 or 2, and place the answer in your Bluebook.

(3)  Read the article on American Indians, “America Before Columbus,” and write a 1-page summary, placing the written essay in your Bluebook.

(4)  Read the article on “The Constitution’s Philosopher,” and write a 1-page summary, placing the written essay in your Bluebook.

You must bring the completed Bluebook to the next class period, and personally submit it to the instructor for grading and recording in the roll book.
