Directions for Research and Term Papers

For 

Dr. Lovett’s History Classes

· Select a topic, with the approval of the Professor.
· Then, discuss with him the sources and methods to be used. 
· Include at least ten (10) sources, including books, scholarly journals, and primary sources, but no more than one (1) internet source.

· The paper must be well written, 10-16 total pages; 20-30 pages for non-history graduate students; 30-50 pages for History 450: Senior Project students).

· Endnotes, Bibliography, and Appendices are not included in the “total pages.” 

· About a week before finals, you may submit a draft of the paper to the instructor for review, editing, and comments before you type the final paper.
· The title page (14-point New Roman Times) will be bordered as shown in class. 
· 12-point New Roman Times (justified) will be used for typing the body of the paper. The title of the paper also goes atop the beginning narrative.
· 1.5-inch margin left, 1-inch margin, top, right, and bottom. Use numerical Chicago Style footnotes to indicate citations, place the notes (Endnotes) for the footnotes at the end of the paper. See Diana Hacker, A Pocket Style Manual (2002), “Chicago Style,” Pp. 169-191, and consult with the Professor. 
· First paragraph must state your research question and purpose of the paper (topic).
· Second paragraph must state the research methods you used to locate sources.

· Third paragraph must state the historiography of the research question.

· The remaining narrative is the content of the paper. 
· Page Break: The Endnotes immediately follow the narrative.

· Page Break: The Bibliography (annotated) follows the Endnotes. 

· Proofread your paper, make corrections, and present a neat, professional product.

· Do not place the paper in any binder, but staple the left top corner of the pages. 

· Original copy of the paper to the professor, and keep a copy for your files. 

· Final note: keep a backup copy of your paper on a soft disk at all times in case the Mainframe goes down and you cannot access your university account. And please read the class sheet on “No Tolerance Policy on Cheating [Plagiarism]”—all your work truly must be your own.
