3. What are the consequences of global warming?

4. How do you think of (or describe) the human population growth now as showed in the film? Do you think this kind of growth is sustainable?

5. Do you think that we need to choose between economy and environments?

6. Do you agree that we, as in the United States, contributed most to the global warming? If you do, what can we do, personally, to slow down global warming?
